CANON –Today, and for the month of March, we use the 3rd Eucharistic 

Prayer on p. 84, the Canon of St. Basil.  
 

INSTITUTION OF THE PNCC – As mandated by the Polish National 

Catholic Church, we celebrate each 2nd Sunday of March the Solemnity 

of the Institution of the PNCC.  This honors the first Mass celebrated on 
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the 2nd Sunday of March, 1897, in what is regarded as the beginning of 

the PNCC.  We note that today is a celebratory day, a pause from the 

Lenten Season, where the celebrant wears white, the Alleluia and the 

Gloria return, and the music is not of a Lenten lean.  This Lenten pause 

occurs on other days as well- for many, St. Patrick’s Day (3-17), St. 

Joseph’s Day (3-19), and the Solemnity of the Annunciation (3-25). Like 

any Lenten Sunday, it technically is permissible to break your Lenten 

Fast, as it is a day of the Lord…but who doesn’t like a challenge, right? 
 

MISSION CROSS – The Mission Team, as every Lent, has raised the 

prayer cross in the corner of the church near the votive candles.  We 

encourage you to use it as an opportunity to practice the first Lenten 

Disciplines of prayer, fasting, and almsgiving.  Envelopes, papers, and 

pencils are on the nearby sill to offer your prayer to be pinned on the 

cross.  All prayers will remain anonymous and be offered up to our Lord 

at the conclusion of Lent.
